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ROME — In a country where silence is rarely just silence, Luca Vullo has made a career out of what
Italians say without opening their mouths. Actor, director, author, and cultural ambassador, Vullo has
spent years cataloguing, performing, and teaching the gestural language that runs beneath Italian
speech like a second grammar.
